Eligibility Requirements and Procedures

TO BE ELIGIBLE, APPLICANT MUST HOLD A CURRENT MILITARY FAMILY MEMBER ID CARD.

The applicant is to attend college or vocational school during the academic year 2010-2011.
Awarded funds will be sent directly to recipients’ school of choice to an account established in
their name.

Two Scholarship Character References (use attached form only) must be included with the
application. One of the references should be from direct supervisors in either community-
service or paid positions, and the other should be from a person of your choice, not related to
you.
